Imperial ships orders within 10 working days from receipt 
of order in Ellenville, New York. 

CLAIMS 

Any claims must be filed with Imperial Schrade within 60 
days after receipt of shipment. 

Concealed damage is the responsibility of the consignee 
and should be reported immediately with the carrier. 
Where shortages occur due to carrier negligence, a copy 
of the delivery receipt noting the shortage must 
accompany your advise of this shortage. 

FREIGHT TERMS 

Shipments are FOB Ellenville, New York for Imperial 
Housewares product lines, but are full freight allowed on 
orders of $750.00 or more. The minimum order is $400.00 
at cost. 

Imperial reserves the right to route all shipments if we 
pay the freight. 

These freight terms are valid only throughout the 
contiguous United States. 

RETURN GOODS 

Special situations should be reviewed with your local 
sales specialist, and prior written authorization is 
required for processing any such situations. 

Imperial's policy requires a 10% restocking charge be 
assessed to all returns. 

A "Return Authorization Label" is required prior to 
returning any merchandise, and this can be obtained from 
The Customer Service Dept. at 914-657-7600. 

These terms of sale apply to all Imperial Housewares 
product lines, including Imperial Knife and Imperial 
International. 

Any exceptions to standard terms of sale must be approved 
by Sales and Marketing Managers, with a CTR on file.

PRICING--FIRST HALF 1993 

In spite of the difficult U.S.A. economy, Imperial Schrade wants to 
keep the retail momentum with our major lines, including Betty 
Crocker, Dura Edge, and K Gadgets, and to keep this momentum going, 
Imperial Schrade is pleased to announce that there are no price 
increases for the January through June period for any housewares 
i terns. Actually, prices have been reduced on the new kitchen 
tools, K171-K175, due to more competitive pricing from the factory. 
New prices for these tools are $1.33/pc. (J), and $1.20/pc. (SD). 

The overall economy in the USA continues to be stagnant, but retail 
has improved slightly in the 4th Quarter. The Housewares industry 
has fared better than others, primarily due to the "basic" nature 
of some product categories, including cutlery. 

Imperial Schrade is positioned well for 1993, with the direction we 
have set in selling Supermarkets, Mass Merchandisers, and Warehouse 
Clubs. 
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
